Examples and Case studies 
¶ We have worked with people with learning disabilities in a care home 

to create art work for display. 
¶ Over the last two years we have delivered five sessions a week on the 

acute wards at Wonford House Hospital, working with the               
Occupational Therapy department. 

¶ We have worked alongside teaching staff, and individually with     
children excluded from school, aiming to get them back into       
mainstream education. 

¶ We have worked individually with children with health related needs 
to help them to continue learning.  

¶ We provide on-going arts and craft sessions at a centre for people 
with mental health issues. 

¶ We worked with a large social group of people with learning           
disabilities to produce a Christmas pantomime. 

¶ We have facilitated a range of arts and making session for  in-
patients on an eating disorder hospital ward. 

¶ We have created mosaics and murals with deaf young people. 
¶ Our creative training  for  support staff and carers will enable them to 

be more confident when introducing creativity into their work with 
people. 

 
Costs 
We can be flexible  but we do require that bookings are a minimum of two 
hours.  Our current hourly cost is £30.67 (April 2009), plus travel to       
venues outside Exeter and a materials charge which is  typically £10 per 
session.
